I developed the architecture and much of the business processing of the overnight data retriever. This is a highly configurable and robust multi-threaded data retrieval framework that runs concurrently on multiple application servers. Data retrieval behaviour is configured using XML rules, and new data feeds may be easily added. Very large volumes of data are retrieved each night, and so substantial effort was put into ensuring optimum performance from the database and efficient concurrent access by the multiple application servers. I owned the overnight data feed functional area.

Software was developed using C#, the .NET framework, and SQL server 2000.
